The Freedom of Grace

Galatians 3:26-29 “For you are all children of God through faith in Christ Jesus.
27 And all who have been united with Christ in baptism have put on the character
of Christ, like putting on new clothes. 28 There is no longer Jew or Gentile, slave
or free, male and female. For you are all one in Christ Jesus. 29 And now that you
belong to Christ, you are the true children of Abraham. You are his heirs, and
God's promise to Abraham belongs to you.” NLT

Step of Faith #1:
Accept God’s

Galatians 4:4-6 “But when the right time came, God sent his Son, born of a
woman, subject to the law. 5 God sent him to buy freedom for us who were slaves
to the law, so that he could adopt us as his very own children. 6 And because we
are his children, God has sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, prompting us to
call out, "Abba, Father.” NLT

Galatians 4:7 “Now you are no longer a slave but God's own child. And since you
are his child, God has made you his heir.” NLT

Step of Faith #2:

Galatians 4:9-12 “So now that you know God (or should | say, now that God
knows you), why do you want to go back again and become slaves once more to
the weak and useless spiritual principles of this world? 10 You are trying to earn
favor with God by observing certain days or months or seasons or years. 11 | fear
for you. Perhaps all my hard work with you was for nothing. 12 Dear brothers and
sisters, | plead with you to live as | do in freedom from these things, for | have
become like you Gentiles—free from those laws.” NLT

Step of Faith #3:
Return to Your First

Revelation 2:4-5 “But | have this complaint against you. You don't love me or
each other as you did at first! 5 Look how far you have fallen! Turn back to me
and do the works you did at first.” NLT

Galatians 4:14-15 “But even though my condition tempted you to reject me, you
did not despise me or turn me away. No, you took me in and cared for me as
though | were an angel from God or even Christ Jesus himself. 15 Where is that
joyful and grateful spirit you felt then?” NLT
